PROTECT YOURSELF AGAINST FRAUD & ScAMS
Identity Theft Fraud

Identity theft fraud affected nearly 10 million Americans last year. It refers to all types of crimes in which someone
wrongfully obtains and uses another person’s personal data that involves deception or fraud, typically for financial
gain. Ways in which criminals obtain this information include:

* Dumpster Diving - People go through your trash to steal your personal information.

* Mail Theft - Your unattended mailbox is a prime target for thieves looking for your personal and financial
information.

* Purse/Wallet Theft

* Imposters - You could be a victim of someone claiming to be an official at a bank or business with which you do
business.

* Online Data - Individuals or companies posing as a legitimate concern ask you to submit personal data regarding
accounts, passwords, Social Security numbers, etc.

Steps to Avoid Identity Theft

There are specific steps you can take to avoid your identity information getting into the wrong hands:
v Shred Documents - Make sure to shred unnecessary financial documents including old bank statements,
invoices, and unwanted pre-approved credit card offers.
v Promptly Retrieve Your Mail - Take your incoming mail out of your mailbox as soon as possible and do not
put outgoing mail in your residential mailbox.
v BeAware of Missing Mail - If regular bills or statements stop reaching you, call the company from which you
receive them. Someone may have filed a false change of address notice to divert your mail.
v Never Give Out Personal Information - Unless you are certain the person or company you are dealing with is
legitimate, don’t give your personal information, account numbers, or Social Security information to unsolicited
requests. Unless you initiate the call or contact, be suspicious of information verification solicitations.

Lottery Scams

Lottery scams are another common deception to fraudulently get your money or personal information. Here’s how
itworks:

You receive an official-looking letter notifying you that you’ve won a foreign lottery and have only a few days to
collect your prize. However, in order to receive your cash prize, you first have to pay the taxed and handling fees.
After you pay these fees, you learn there is no cash prize, and you’ve been taken for hundreds, even thousands of
dollars that cannot be recovered.

How to Protect Yourself From Lottery Scams

v Don’t Pay Advances - You shouldn’t pay anything in advance to collecta prize in a legitimate lottery.

v BeAware of Lottery Sponsors - Sponsors of legitimate contests identify themselves prominently.

v Be Suspicious of Prize Offers - Bona fide offers disclose the terms and conditions and usually, the odds of
winning.

v Look at the Postage - If your notification of winning was sent via “bulk rate” postage, chances are it is a scam.
v Make Sure You Entered the Contest - Be suspicious of telemarketers who say you’ve won a contest you
didn’tenter.

v Never Give Personal Information - Bank account or personal identification information should never be given
over the phone.

v Don’t Send Money - Scam artists like to ask you to send a money order or check by overnight delivery.

v Verify the Lottery Company - Scammers often use a variation of a recognizable lottery name to mislead you.
